[bookmark: _GoBack]JOINT RESOLUTION AMENDING JOINT RESOLUTION CREATING
 THE NAVARRE-BETHLEHEM JOINT FIRE DISTRICT

(Village of Navarre Resolution No. 2015-12)
(Bethlehem Township Resolution No. 2015-69)
(Bethlehem Fire and Rescue, Inc. Resolution No. 2015-2)

	WHEREAS, the Village of Navarre, acting through its Village Council, and Bethlehem Township, acting through its Board of Trustees, previously created the Navarre-Bethlehem Joint Fire District (“Fire District”), and 
	WHEREAS, Bethlehem Township requires that certain payment dates contained in Article XV, Section 1 of the Joint Resolution creating the Fire District, be changed to help Bethlehem Township’s cash flow, and
	WHEREAS, the Village of Navarre has the capability to accelerate part of its initial payment under said Article XV, Section 1, and
	WHERES, one of the fire trucks that Bethlehem Township will lease to the Fire District under a nominal sum lease was purchased by Bethlehem Township under a financing arrangement that obligates Bethlehem Township to make payments into 2018, 
	THEREFORE, be it resolved by the Bethlehem Township Board of Trustees and the Village of Navarre Council, that:
	That Article XV, Section 1 of the Joint Resolution creating the Fire District be amended to read
“Section 1 – Initial Payments – in 2016, Navarre agrees to pay to the Fire District $96,100, of which Navarre shall pay the first $50,000 on or before January 15, 2016; and Bethlehem agrees to pay to the Fire District the sum of $96,100.  Said payments by Bethlehem shall be made quarterly in equal amounts, said payments being due January 15, April 15, July 15, and October 17, 2016.  Navarre’s $46,100 balance shall be paid in equal quarterly installments, said payments being due April 15, July 15, and October 17, 2016.”


That a new Section 4 shall be added to Article XV of the Joint Resolution creating the Fire District, that shall read:
“Section 4 – Bethlehem credit for financing of fire truck – Bethlehem shall receive full credit for payments made by it, on or after January 1, 2016, for completing the purchase of a certain fire truck, known as Engine 141, which vehicle is being transferred to the Fire District pursuant to a long term nominal sum lease.  This credit shall be allowed against initial payments made by Bethlehem pursuant to Section 1 of Article XV of the Joint Resolution, and/or against fire levy funds received, either under the current levy, or under a levy passed pursuant to Section 3 of Article XV of the Joint Resolution.  The estimated balance due is $200,000 not including interest, with $74,000 payable in 2016, $74,000 payable in 2017, and $74,000 payable in 2018, though Bethlehem may accelerate payments thereon, after which Bethlehem will own the fire truck.  If a levy is passed pursuant to Section 3 of Article XV of the Joint Resolution, Bethlehem shall not be entitled to recover possession of said fire truck during the term of the nominal sum lease for any reason other than dissolution of the Fire District.  If the Fire District is dissolved for any reason prior to December 31, 2018, Navarre shall be entitled to recover half of the payments for which Bethlehem receives credit under this Section 4 of Article XV, notwithstanding any other provision of the Joint Resolution.”

	IN WITNESS WHEREOF, the Village of Navarre and Bethlehem Township hereunto adopted this Amendment to the Joint Resolution creating the Navarre-Bethlehem Joint Fire District, with Village Council approving on December 21, 2015, and the Board of Trustees approving on December 15, 2015
