AN ORDINANCE REGULATING CERTAIN DOOR TO DOOR AND PUBLIC PROPERTY SOLICITATION ACTIVITIES IN THE VILLAGE OF NAVARRE AND REQUIRING A PERMIT FOR THE SAME.



BE IT ORDAINED BY THE COUNCIL OF THE VILLAGE OF NAVARRE, STARK COUNTY, OHIO as follows:



SECTION I:   Village Council hereby approves and adopts the attached “DOOR TO DOOR AND PUBLIC PROPERTY SOLICTIATION REGULATIONS” which are incorporated herein by reference and will apply to such activities within the VILLAGE OF NAVARRE.


SECTION II:  This Ordinance will go into effect thirty (30) days after the day of its passage.

DOOR TO DOOR AND PUBLIC PROPERTY SOLICITATION REGULATIONS

ORDINANCE NO. ___3-2015_________


A. DOOR TO DOOR AND PUBLIC PROPERTY SOLICITATION PROHIBITED WITHOUT A PERMIT; EXCEPTIONS

1. No person shall solicit anyone on public property within the Village of Navarre  or call at any
residence or place of business within the Village of Navarre  without the invitation or previous consent of the owner or occupant to attempt to sell goods or services of any kind, or solicit contributions of cash or any other property for any purpose or reason without first having obtained a Solicitation Permit from the Village of Navarre.

2. In this Ordinance “Public Property” includes all the Village of Navarre buildings, roads, parks, parking lots, right-of-way, or other areas open to the public or to the Village of Navarre.

B. THIS SECTION AND PROHIBITION SHALL NOT APPLY TO ANY OF THE FOLLOWING PERSONS:

1. Students enrolled in any school in the Fairless Local School District who are soliciting contributions, sales or orders for the benefit of their school or for any school related activity or purpose; and 

2. Persons seeking contributions by or on behalf of organizations which have been accorded exempt status under Section 501(C)(3) of the United States Internal Revenue Code; and

3. Persons who are providing information, literature or other communication regarding political issues, political candidates or any religious institution or religion.

C. PERMIT APPLICATION PROCESS

1. APPLICATION – Applicants for Solicitation Permits shall be made on a form provided by the Village of Navarre, is available by download from the Village of Navarre website or upon request. The form must be submitted by mail to the Chief of Police at the Navarre Police Department, 27 Canal St. West, Navarre, Ohio 44662. The application should be submitted ten (10) days in advance of the intended solicitation and the Village of Navarre action on the application will be returned by the Chief of Police to the applicant by regular U.S. Mail. The applicant can request that the permit be returned by fax or email. Each application shall contain the name, address and telephone number of the person submitting the application, a copy of a valid picture identification for the applicant, and the name, address and telephone number of the organization or employer for which he or she purports to act, if any, the nature of the goods or services for which he or she will attempt to make sales, take orders, offer for sale, or solicit subscriptions, the dates which the applicant expects to be making solicitations within the Village of Navarre, and such other information as the Chief of Police may reasonably require. No permit will be valid for more than thirty (30) days after it is issued.
 
2. BACKGROUND CHECK - The applicant authorizes a criminal background check upon himself or herself by the Village of Navarre by making application for a permit and if the check reveals that the applicant or permit holder has been convicted of a crime or if a misrepresentation is made on an application for a permit, the application may be denied by the Chief of Police. 






3. GROUP APPLICATIONS – An organization which desires to place a number of persons in the Village of Navarre simultaneously or over a period of time may make a group application to cover all of such persons, provided the information required in any application is submitted for each person, and the required application fee is paid with respect to each such person. Separate Solicitation Permits shall be issued to each such person.

4. FEE SCHEDULE – The fee is as set forth in the attached application for solicitation permit, to wit $50.00 plus all costs associated with performance of a background check.  Navarre Village Council may, from time to time, amend said fees for applications, background checks and other matters required to be performed by the Chief of Police in administering these provisions which shall be payable by the applicant before any permit is issued. 

D. TIME LIMIT ON SOLICITATION

       No person shall engage in solicitation of any kind within the Village of Navarre except between              
       sunrise  and sunset each day.

E. DISPLAY OF PERMIT

       Any person soliciting within the Village of Navarre pursuant to a permit issued under this Ordinance    
       shall display the permit upon request to the owner or occupant of any property within the Village of
       Navarre official upon request.

F. REVOCATION OF PERMIT

The issued permit shall be revocable by the Chief of Police or Village Administrator acting in the Chief’s absence, if (a) any of the information on this application is determined to be inaccurate, if (b) either such official determines, in his/her sole judgment, that the permit holder has violated any ordinance of the Village of Navarre or any section of the Ohio Revised Code while acting pursuant to the permit, or if (c) either such official determines, in his/her sole judgment, that the health and safety of the residents of the Village of Navarre is best served by revocation of the permit.

G. APPEAL 

Any person who has had a Solicitation Permit revoked or for whom the Chief of Police has refused to issue a Solicitation Permit upon application may appeal the decision in writing to the Mayor of the Village of Navarre within five (5) days following the revocation or disapproval setting forth the reasons such action should not have been taken. The Mayor will notify such appellant within seven (7) days after the date of receipt of the written appeal of the Mayor’s decision.


H. PENALTIES

Whoever violates this Ordinance, including any of these Regulations, is guilty of a minor misdemeanor for the first offense and a misdemeanor of the fourth degree for any subsequent offense occurring within a twelve (12) month period.   	
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
